Jesus told Peter that it was not his business to know God's plan for someone else. Peter's only concern should be following Jesus. We simply don’t know the reason for Peter’s question. And at the end of the day, it really doesn’t matter. As we have already seen, not everything in Scripture is plain, simple, or obvious. As so often in the Gospels, Jesus does not answer the question he has been asked. Jesus’ response would be especially appropriate if Peter’s question contained a touch of jealousy. Peter says, “Lord, what about him?” referring to John following them. 
How often do we say that to God? What about him or her, who is doing something “wrong,” or getting too many “blessings” in our opinion, or neglecting us, or …. ? The list can be endless. Jesus’ answer to us is the same as to Peter: “What concern is it of yours? You follow me.” Jesus’ words about the beloved disciple are not about his living forever, or not dying, they are about the witness that endures even after he dies. This means that each of us, like the beloved disciple, has the ability to leave a legacy even after we are gone from this world. It is up to us to decide what kind of legacy it is going to be. 
May we plant Jesus’ words deeply in our hearts, file them permanently in our memory, and remember them the next time we want to pass judgement on someone else, thereby taking our eyes off what we are supposed to be doing: following Jesus.
